The Osborne Family Fireworks display will take place Sunday night at a new time - 9:00 p.m.  The Main Street Bridge will close at 8:00 p.m. and will not re-open after the fireworks show.*  The Junction Bridge will remain open during the fireworks show and after the show concludes.  * The Main Street Bridge will be closed to pedestrian traffic all weekend.  The CATA Trolley will run until 8:00 p.m. Sunday and will cease operating at that time.

Parking:
For just $3.00 round-trip you can ride the shuttle to Riverfest from Riverfest Bus Stops located on the east side of War Memorial Stadium/AT&T Field at West Markham and Van Buren Streets in Little Rock, and the parking lot of North Little Rock High School’s West Campus. The War Memorial Shuttle will drop-off and pick-up behind the Chamber of Commerce Building on LaHarpe Avenue.  The  North Little Rock shuttle will drop off and pick up at 3rd & Kumpuris at the Clinton Presidential Center Gateway. There is no charge for the return trip. Most shuttles are wheelchair accessible.

Restrictions:
For the convenience of all patrons, no coolers, outside food and beverages, audio or video recording devices, professional photography equipment or cameras with detachable lenses, cane umbrellas, skateboards, bicycles, roller blades, skates, motorized vehicles or weapons may be brought into Riverfest for any reason at any time.  Pets are not allowed on-site unless specially trained to assist the disabled.  Bag searches will be performed.
ID Required:
Alcoholic beverages will be sold only to persons 21 years of age or older wearing a legal ID wristband.  A different wristband for each day may be obtained at any MidSouth Ford Dealers ID Station on-site by showing a valid driver’s license or military ID.
